2009-10 Village Budget for Trees 

The Board reviewed the $32,351 annua l adopted budqet for trees and tree 
maintenance, noting that $3,600 was provided for new/replacement trees, 
$15,000 for tree trimming and removals, and $2,500 for updating the inventory of 
a tree management unit. Only minor amounts of supplies and materials have 
been committed to date, leaving all the major cost components intact and to be 
committed. 

2009 Annual Tree Plan 

The updated inventory for tree management unit #2 is complete and the data 
base (and computer software) has been updated. It shows that 22 trees need to 
be safety pruned, 6 trees need crown reduction, and 9 trees need to be removed. 
The Village bid for tree removals is in process, with FMC being consulted. 

Village staff have done tree trimming from the ground in management units 1 and 
2, with units 3 and 4 in process. The stumps from last fall's removals have been 
removed with the assistance of town forces. 

A total of 36 sites have been identified for the planting of new/replacement trees. 
The bids for the purchase of trees has been received and Paul indicated that the 
pricing was favorable. The Board deemed it significant that 6-8 new elm trees will 
be planted, with such sites maybe serving as a location the annual Arbor Day 
celebration. 

Updated Tree Removal Process 

Based on the updated inventory and other observations, 9 trees need to be 
removed. Based on the Tree Board's revised process: 

• All Board members committed to look at each tree scheduled for removal 



•	 Assuming no objections, a letter will be sent to each affected property 
owner advising them of the Village's intention to remove the trees 

•	 Each tree will be marked with an "X" by DPW staff after Board members 
review and at the same time letters go out. 

•	 Ken Rohr will attend the October Village Board meeting and advise them 
of the Tree Board and DPW's intended action to remove the 9 trees . 

•	 Presuming everyone is in agreement, the 9 trees, and possibly their 
stumps , will be removed later this Fall. 

Other Matters for Discussion 

No DEC grant funding for the envisioned arboretum to be developed on Village­
owned park land at Misty Pine and Winding Brook is available at this time. Ken 
Rohr will continue to monitor this situation. 

As requested by the Tree Board, DPW has secured a flagpole, will paint it, and 
wil l install it at the Thomas Creek Wetland Park. Kathy Clark and Art Muldoon 
agreed to work with Paul Feeley to determine the site for the flagpole, on which 
the Village's Tree City USA flag (and only that flag) will fly. 

Bob Jacobs of Misty Pine said that some residents of the area close to the 
envisioned arboretum might have less objection if the stone dust trail showing as 
part of the concept drawing was removed. 

The next meeting of the Village Tree Board is scheduled for Wednesday 
November 18th beginning at 5:00 PM and to be held in the Village Board 
room.
